are yet to be vaccinated. Gajanan is a mason &

Gajanan More with the fear that he might lose his day’s
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earning. Same is the case with many such daily

wage workers. He denied many a times but SA was persistent in convincing him.

Finally through constant follow ups & mobilization, SA was successful in convincing
Gajanan by informing him about the smooth Vaccination Camps conducted by SA
and its partner organisations; and how convenient it is for the residents to get
themselves vaccinated near to their homes.
